The firm's methodical approach applied in concert with critical questioning has yielded ground-breaking inno-
vations like the multi award-winning 2226 Building in Lustenau. The sum of the practice’s combined architectural
expertise, it was constructed without building services technology using the fundamental tools of architecture
and has attracted considerable attention. The approach is also transferable, a fact underlined by its environmental
and political significance in the face of climate change and resource scarcity. The 2226 concept has already been

implemented in numerous buildings with more on the way.
